Bangladesh in the past and at present has been to increase the productivity of farm animals and the purpose of having veterinary graduates is still largely determined by the need of the small holding livestock farmers. However, this reality was apparently ignored during 1960 to 1995 in veterinary education in Bangladesh. One of the causes of this narrow-based curricula approach for a professional education like veterinary medicine may be that the drive energy for this change came primarily from the internal agendas of the academic community rather than form the external agendas of the wider society or the world of work. As a result, a strong debate was generated among professional bodies, government agencies and farmers community to bring a new changes in veterinary education in Bangladesh. In these consequences, the government decided to establish Chittagong Government Veterinary Colleges in the country in 1995 with following objectives:

To produce graduates blessed with the combined curriculum (constituting optimal proportions of veterinary sciences and animal production) who can serve the holistic needs of the people.

To undertake research of such quality and quantity that it will be judged by our peers to be of international excellence.

To provide a stimulating and challenging educational environment, support studies across a broad range of veterinary associated discipline to cope with the challenges of 21st century. 

To become Research and Development partner of livestock and poultry industries in Bangladesh.


One of the prime objectives of the Chittagong Government Veterinary College was to make a close link to the livestock farming community of the greater Chittagong and to solve the problems they have been enduring. From the very beginning its activities were admired by the peer higher educational institutions, the elite class and ultimately the people of all walks of life of the greater Chittagong. As a result within six years of its existence was raised a demand for up-gradation of the college to a Veterinary University. Having recognized as a logical demand the government promised to established a Veterinary University at Chittagong. Finally ‘The Chittagong Veterinary and Animal Sciences Universities Act 2006’ was passed by the parliament and the Act came in operation on 06.08. 2006. Bangladesh is an agricultural country. Nearly half of its GDP comes from the agriculture sector. Agricultural is therefore, the back-bone of the country's economy. So agriculture is the most important sector in Bangladesh. Significant technological development has been made in recent decades leading to increase in agricultural production, but this in not sufficient to meet the increasing demand of food and agro-based goods of the country. Further improvement in agriculture sector demands highly skilled manpower in this field. For this purpose the then government established Bangladesh Agricultural University in Mymensingh in 1961. The GOB converted IPSA into an agricultural university named as Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman Agricultural University. Again the GOB converted Sher-e-Bangla Agricultural Institute into agricultural university in 2001 and named it as Shere-e-Bangla Agricultural University.


The total enrollment capacity of three agricultural universities is around 8000 this is not sufficient for production of highly skilled manpower with modern knowledge in the field of agriculture and for improving the economic condition of Bangladesh as well as of Bangladeshi farmers through the increase of agricultural production. Further more, the established 3 agricultural universities are located in and around the capital city of Bangladesh. That is why, the students of rural areas of Bangladesh face problems to get admission in these universities. There is no agricultural university in the north-east region of the country.


For sustainable improvement in agriculture sector it is necessary to produce qualified manpower with appropriate knowledge and skills and with this end in view the present Government of Bangladesh has decided to establish one new agricultural university. Considering the above circumstances, the government wishes to establish the proposed agricultural university in Sylhet with a view to solve the above mentioned acute problems of those large number of meritorious students of rural areas of Bangladesh as well as of the north-east region of the country. Hence, the Government of Bangladesh wishes to strengthen higher education & research in the field of agriculture and to produce intellectual leadership and qualified manpower to run the research, extension and development activities for increase in agricultural production.
